	Excuse Me BCDL, but do you discriminate against people with low handicaps on purpose or is it just an oversight??? Jill Ratcheford of CCR1 has gone from a 7.1 to a 9.0 ( difference of 1.9 - which I believe would place her in 3rd place for most improved player, yet she has been omitted in this list as well as the previous list. Could you please explain why you list people that have a negative change, while failing to list players showing significant improvement. Is this how you intend to encourage new dart players!!! (Barry H. and all of Mega-Thrust)


	Stat: According to the Rules for Match Play, eligibility for Most Improved Player is limited to players who have thrown a qualifying number of singles games during the current season (which Jill has done), and a minimum of 12 properly recorded singles games prior to the start of the season (which Jill had not done). The line of 12 games was drawn to exclude players who had not fully established their handicap. It was not done to discourage new players, in fact Jim Budelman has increased his PPD from 19.56 to 21.66, an increase of 2.1 PPD, but he too fails to qualify for the award. Along the same vein, the singles trophies will be limited to players playing at least 12 singles games. This keeps players showing up occasionally against weaker opponents going 8-1 from taking away the trophy from a weekly trouper that goes 20-3. In baseball, you need 502 plate appearances to win the batting title for the same reason. On the other hand, I admit that with the summer season being only 9 weeks, players new during the season may have a legitimate complaint, but that should be taken up with the 7 people who decide the Rules For Match Play. In fact, I suspect this issue was addressed at last night’s Captain’s Meeting. If there has been a change, I’ll let you know.


Presidential Address�by Jason D. Kilts


	Hello again BCDL faithful!  Your friendly neighborhood President / Father / Rules voting member here. Once again, it is time to address the masses.


	It seems to me that a great number of people in the league have some sort of strong feeling on one or more issues involving the league. Not everyone cares about everything within the league, but pretty much everybody cares about something in the league. And sometimes people care enough that they want to see something changed, as they feel it will improve things. Well, in order for people to change things they have to know how. And right now, that’s exactly what I’m going to tell you.


	The most obvious way to change things is to be elected to an Executive Council position. But that requires a great deal of effort, and if you really only care about one or two things being changed, then it’s probably a little drastic. You could also tell your captain what you think and trust that s/he will actually come to the meeting and argue for you.


	The simplest, and undoubtedly most effective, method is to just make yourself heard. If you complain to the right people long enough, loud enough, or most importantly logically enough, they will take what you say seriously. All you have to know is what you want, and who to tell.


	If you have any problems, concerns, ideas, etc. about the Rules for Match Play, then you have to talk to the seven Rules for Match Play voters. Those voters are the four Primary Executive Council officers, and the three at-large members of the council. Currently, those seven people are Jason Kilts (Ugly Americans), Anita Tyndall (Wing Tips), John Carpenter (Wired Out), Rich Little (In Flight!!), Lisa Dendy (In Flight!!), Dennis Keever (Missed It By That Much), and Tom Stevens (Wired Out). The Rules for Match Play on which these seven people vote are outlined in the league rules document provided to each team, and basically involve all of the rules which are necessary for the actual playing of a match. If you have any concerns or ideas about these rules, by all means hunt down all seven of these people and tell them. Tell them all. The more your idea is heard, the more they will think about it. When you talk to them, just tell them what you have a problem with, AND WHY. Random thoughts are welcomed too, but well-planned arguments for what you want will likely be much more successful.


	All seven of these people are rather intelligent, and can think at least relatively logically. And they are all open to your ideas. But if we never hear anybody’s thoughts on an issue, we won’t have any reason to make any changes.


	One final note on changes to the Rules for Match Play: once the rules have been set for a given season, they may not be changed until the following season. So if you want something changed for next season, tell the seven voters now.


	As for changing the League By-Laws, that is done by the Ruling Council (the captains). At any Ruling Council Meeting, anyone in the league may make a proposal to change a By-Law. As with the Rules for Match Play, these are outlined in the league document, but generally cover all rules applying to the operations of the league. If you would like to see a By-Law changed, then come to a Ruling Council meeting with your idea and the reasons for it. The captains will vote to either veto your proposal or make it active for the next meeting. Any active proposals will be published in the newsletter and voted upon at the next RC meeting.


	So to change a By-Law, you simply have to come to a Ruling Council meeting and convince the captains that you’re right. It does require a 2/3 vote of the captains present though, as well as at least 1/2 of all captains in the league.


	Now I believe that there is a survey included with tonight’s packet. As far as I know, a great deal of the questions involve Rules for Match Play issues. Many of the seven Rules voters will be rather interested in the responses from the league, so please do fill them out. However, I would like to warn everyone out there that this is by no means a binding vote of any kind. It is merely a survey. Many of the issues the questions address involve much more than many of you probably realize. The Executive Council has undertaken, and will continue to undertake, very lengthy discussions on every aspect of some of these issues. If each member of the league had the knowledge and information which have come from these discussions, I’m sure that many of the vote outcomes would be drastically different. It is for this reason that I’m sure some of each season’s rules will not always reflect what the survey outcomes do. If you feel particularly strongly about any of the questions in the survey, tell the seven voters like I recommended, or at least provide your reasoning on your survey sheet.


	Well, that’s it. I hope everyone is pleased or at least content with the league. (And I also hope that we expand a bunch more next season. If you have friends / co-workers / acquaintances that you think might come play, by all means tell them about the league. The more, the merrier.) Feel free to call me with any questions or concerns you may have.. And remember: when you’re playing, HAVE FUN! . . .or I will hurt you.


By-Laws Amendment


The following proposed amendment to the league By-Laws was discussed last night at the Captain’s Meeting, the proposed amendment was either accepted, rejected, or tabled for later ratification. One additional note; if approved, this amendment would take effect next season.


Proposed:�	Ten percent of player dues will be split evenly and paid to the Newsletter Editor and the Statistician upon completion of all duties during the dart season.

BCDL History


	After a failed two team experiment (my ill-fated Durham Bull Darts Association) at the Oyster Bar during the fall of 1992, Anita Tyndall, James Madill, Don Butman, and Rich Little regrouped and got things going in time for a June 1, 1993 start. Don and Anita would handle the executive stuff, Rich would handle the money, and James would do the day-to-day running of the league (newsletter and stats). I joined in by taking over the stats three weeks in.	�	The first season got off to a rocky start. Eight teams were penciled in, but on opening night only six materialized. Two Matches were thrown that night, and the remaining two teams played (with their original opponents nonexistent) later in the week. Even the name of the league was changed from Durham Darts League. A ten week, double round-robin, schedule was quickly drawn up with two matches thrown at the Green Room and the third at the Oyster Bar. The league founders intended on a bar-based league from the start, but the main objective that first season was just to get the league going. During the first season, only 301 games were scored for handicap, and the PPD was calculated by total points thrown divided by total darts thrown. This was changed after the first season when it was realized that a 60 dart game would count 4 times as much as a 15 dart game. Another difference in the handicap system was that players were given a “Handicap Value.” Players who averaged 6.0..7.9 PPD had a “1” handicap; 8.0..9.9 PPD was a “2”; 10.0..11.9 was a “3”, etc... The handicap points were 25 instead of today’s 15. This earlier “Handicap” system also explains why a “Ghost Player” has a 6 PPD average. If we didn’t give the missing player a 6, it would give the short-handed player an additional 90 points!	�	Rich Little hit the first Ton-80 in week 2, and James Madill tossed the first Nine Marks three weeks later.
