Captain’s Meeting Report�John Carpenter, Secretary

New Secretary and At-Large member - The Ruling Council approved the President’s appointment of John Carpenter as Secretary and Tom Stevens as Member-At-Large.

Party Date - It was suggested that the Party date be moved from Dec. 17th to Jan. 7th. One of the reasons being the RDL and TDL are also having their parties on Dec. 17th. That means we wouldn’t have anyone to borrow dart board stanchions from, since we don’t have our own. The party committee will decide on a date and let everyone know.

News Packet Distribution - It was suggested that the News Packets be distributed from a different location more central to the league. Starting next season, scoresheet packets will be picked up from and returned to Halbys Restaurant.

Newsletter cost - It was suggested that the newsletter is costing too much. One suggestion was to put a cap on the newsletter cost of about $2.00 from each players dues per season. Another was to get more advertisements. 

By-Laws Amendment -The proposed payment/reimbursement to the Statistician and Newsletter Editor was tabled. It was decided that the league needs to consider the tax consequences of such an action. So for next season, the Editor and Statistician will remain volunteer positions. In a related matter, it was decided that the league needs to make sure that we are properly and legally set up as a not-for-profit organization.

Player Dues - The league voted to keep player dues at $12.00/person for next season. Most people agreed the league needs more money to purchase or have stanchions made for the BCDL, but thought the money should come from somewhere else. 

Other Items - Everyone is encouraged to spread the word about the BCDL. If you know of people or teams that want to join our fine league, let one of the Officers know.

	The subject of out-of-division matches was brought up. Some people don’t think the matches should count for wins and losses. If you feel strongly one way or the other, let one or more of the Officers and/or At-Large members know how you feel.

	If you are playing at a bar that has sub-standard equipment, let Rich Little or someone on the standards committee know about it. Notes on the back of the scoresheet are fine. They will talk to the owner of the bar and try to get things up to standard. If you don’t notify the league, we can’t improve conditions.

	Anita Tyndall (BCDL’s representative for the Triangle Dart Council) asked the league for a $40 contribution towards the 1st Triangle Dart Extravaganza. The Ruling Council agreed to contribute.

Spring 1995 Season

On the distaff side, Anita Tyndall averaged 12.87 PPD and Catherine Nichols averaged 0.382 All-Stars.
