The BCDL follows ADO Tournament Regulations for boards and equipment except as specifically noted in the BCDL Rules for Match Play: Article I: Equipment
Column Descriptions
· Regulation Board : all boards must be regulation boards as described by the ADO
· Board Condition : general condition of board, factors include the condition of wires, bristles, holes/gouges/bumps and appearance
· At least 4’ from nearest bull : distance between bulls must be at least 4’
· At least 3’ from nearest wall : distance of the bull and the nearest wall must be at least 3’
· Bull height from floor : middle of bull to floor must be 5’8”
· Bull height at toe line via laser : this is a new technique that is being tested. Setting a laser on a tripod at the toe line allows for accurate measurement of the height of the bull from the vantage point of the players. There are many locations where the floor has a minor slope between the toe line and the board. The ADO specifications that dictate the height of the board, the location of the toe line, and the resulting length of the hypotenuse is based on the floor being level and the mounting of the board being perpendicular to the floor, creating a right-angle. Because a right-angle and perfectly level floor cannot be guaranteed, a better method is to use a self-leveling laser, mounted at 5’8” above the toe-line to perform board height checks. This method is currently in testing, is provided as information, is used for confirming other categories and not currently enforced as a standalone rule.
· Toe line from surface of the board : The distance determined by dropping a line from the surface of the board and measuring the distance to the toe line.
· Toe line from bull : This is the hypotenuse of the right triangle as formed by the floor and the perpendicular face of the board
· Toe line at least 36” and centered : As specified in the by-laws, the toe line must be 36” and centered to the bull, note that the pre-manufactured toe lines are generally between 22”-24” long and do not meet this requirement.
· Clearance behind toe line at least 3’ : minimum required space behind the toe line for the thrower.
· Backboard and scoreboard condition : factors include stability, condition and usability of the backboard and scoreboard.
· Lighting condition : observation of the amount of light and any shadowing caused by the position of the lights.
Location specific notes and recommendations

Arnie’s :

All board heights were good at the wall except for board 5, this one needs to be fixed. The laser level did show discrepancies due to floor slope that was observed by a regular level.
Most of the toe lines were off and all failed the 36” length and centered requirement.

There was only a distance of 35” between boards 9 & 10. 

Recommendations:

1. Fix height of board 5
2. Put down new toe lines to satisfy the length requirement and fix the distance

3. Consider moving boards 9 & 10, one inch further apart. Probably not necessary though.

Doyles:

The 4 boards on the wall, a spare on the floor, and 4 under the cabinet were all unplayable except for board 3 that only rated a 7. Unless there are better boards stored somewhere else, this location has to get new boards.
The board heights from the floor on boards 1, 2, 3 as measured by conventional level and tape were shown to be 1/8” to 1/2" off, the boards that were 1/2 should be fixed. This was also confirmed by laser, although the laser showed them being much further off due to sloping of the floor. 
Due to the ledge, there was no way to measure the toe line from the surface plane.
The toe line was off slightly 1, 3 and 4. This will probably need to be redone once the board heights are fixed.

The toe line did not meet minimum length requirements on 2 & 3.

There was not enough space behind the toe line for 1 & 2. If the chairs behind 1 were removed during match play it would be ok. The guns extending from the video game behind 2 did not allow the distance to be met.

The distance between the bull on board 4 and the wall was about 1 foot short, this is unplayable.

The lighting condition on boards 1 & 4 made them difficult, consider adding lights or moving them around.

Recommendations:

1. New boards are required unless there were good boards hidden somewhere else. The 4 boards that were hanging were bad, the other 5 were so completely damaged that they could never be used.
2. Board 4, is too close to the wall, they may be able to move the middle two boards to make room for board 4 to be moved out.

3. Board 2, is obstructed by the video game. There is not enough room to play and there is zero room to for traffic to board 1. 

4. Put down new toe lines for boards 2 & 3

5. I recommend that matches only be held on boards 1 & 3 and lighting moved to accommodate those two boards.

Down Under Pub:

The bull height was slightly off on both boards, probably not enough to warrant a change. The laser confirmed this.

Toe lines were almost non-existent and off. They immediately put tape down at the correct distance and length. They stated that they would replace the tape with paint at the first opportunity.

The clearance behind the line is ok, but must be careful during busy times since there is significant foot traffic behind the line.

Board 1 was too close to the wall, if possible it should be moved 2.5” to the right. Not sure if this is possible due to structural limitations.

Recommendations:

1. Consider adjusting the height of board 1

2. Consider moving board 1, 2.5” to the right if possible.
Tavern:

Condition of board 4 is about a 7, but is still playable, should consider replacing.

The heights of boards 3 and 4 are both off about 1/8”, might not be enough to warrant fixing.

Toe lines on boards 3 and 4 are off, most likely due to height and floor slope issues.

Recommendations:

1. Consider adjusting the height of boards 3 and 4

2. Re-check the toe line of 3 and 4

Time Out:
A light was burned out on both board 1 and 2, these have been replaced.

Toe line on board 3 was off by 1/2”

Recommendations:

1. Adjust the toe line on board 3

West End Tavern:

The boards on 1 & 2, looked a little worn, probably will need to be replaced after this season.

The height of all boards, except 4, was off slightly, should consider fixing; the worst was 6 and should be fixed. This was also confirmed by laser, but was off drastically due to floor slope that was observed by conventional level. Should consider doing height by level at this location.
Most toe lines were off and all toe lines were shorter that minimum length.

If the bar stools at the end of the bar were occupied during a match, then most likely there will not be the 3 foot clearance behind the line for boards 5 & 6, consider moving the stools during matches on those boards.

Recommendations:

1. Fix height of board 6, possibly other boards as noted.
2. Put down new toe lines of appropriate length and distance
