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Scheduling Meeting Notes

The scheduling meeting for the Spring 2000 season was held at PJ’s Sports Bar Wednesday January 5th. All 


council members were in attendance. 23 teams in the BCDL this season presented a divisional breakdown problem. The council decided on 3 divisions with 8 teams in A and B, and 7 teams in C which resulted in teams being selected strictly by handicap. It will be a 14 week season and teams in C division will have 2 bye weeks. There will be 2 tournaments again this season. The council voted 6 to 1 (with Paula Brown against) on a new tournament format. 12 teams will compete for the BCDL cup including the top 3 teams from each division and the next 3 highest point totals. The wildcards can be no more than 2 from A & B and no more than 1 from C division. The division winners plus the first wildcard will have a bye the 1st round and the remaining 8 teams will be matched up randomly. In the 2nd round the top 4 teams will be seeded according to points and their opponents will be drawn randomly. If two or more seeded teams remain, they will be separated, but the Semifinals will also be randomly drawn. The remaining two teams will play for the Championship Cup. The consolation tournament will have the remaining 11 teams and the top 5 teams will have a bye with the other 6 teams being matched up randomly. The 2nd & 3rd rounds will have all teams drawn randomly. In both tournaments the team with the most accumulated points will be considered the home team with the exception of the four seeded teams. 

The only mandatory Captains’ meeting will be held Thursday March 16th at 8pm, location TBA.

Executive Council elections will also be held this season. Don’t assume all current council members will return for another year term! Nominations will be accepted until February 22nd, simply write your nomination on the back of the scoresheet. The nominees will then have the opportunity to have something published in the newsletter stating their views concerning the BCDL. Ballots will be accepted March 21st & 28th.

The end of the season party is scheduled for Saturday May 13th, location TBA.

Shorthanded and Forfeiting:

A team may play a match with as few as 2 players. A match may be considered forfeit at 8:05pm if either team does not have 2 players present and listed at that time. If a team is shorthanded, the slots go empty, the BCDL does not use blockers, as the RDL and TDL do.

Common Penalties:

Thursday Postmark: 5 points

Friday Postmark: 8 points

Later than Friday/lost scoresheet: all points

Scoresheet Errors: warnings followed by points equivalent to game(s)

involved

Ineligible Player: games forfeited to opposing team, plus a penalty equal to the point total of the games the player played.

Darting Responsibly:

Please do not drive home from darts if you've had too much to drink.

in RTP, have really stepped up enforcement.

Bar Set-Up:

The dart teams playing out of an establishment are ultimately responsible for assuring that all of the requirements of Section A are met.

Host establishments are responsible for providing for all dart lane setup supplies for their teams, though the establishment's teams obviously can provide the lane setup supplies and maintenance themselves, if they so desire.

· All league play dartboards must be firmly anchored. 

· Lighting should brightly illuminate the board, reduce to a minimum the shadows cast by the darts, and not physically impede the flight of a dart. 

· Scoring surfaces must be provided and located in (or be movable to) a position that makes the score easily readable by players and spectators. Supplies for marking and erasing scoreboards are required.
