Scheduling Meeting

The scheduling meeting for the Spring 2001 season took place Tuesday January 2nd at Arnie’s Place. The following executive council members were present: Kurt Kunttu, Tom Brown, Dara Wallen, Jane Barker, Doug Jeffcoat, and Don Richards.

There are 21 teams signed up for the Spring Season. The divisions were set up with 6 teams in A and C, 9 teams in B.  A and C divisions will play a double round robin. B division will play a single round robin with one bye and one position round. Position round matches will count in standings (tournament seedings and personal records (handicap, win pct, etc..)  The B Division week 10 bye will be the 9th place team. The position round will be 1 vs. 8, 2 vs. 7, 3  vs. 6, and 4 vs. 5.

There will be 11 teams in the Championship Tournament, and 10 teams in the Consolation Tournament.

The 11 will be the top 3 from A, top 4 from B, top 3 from C, and one wild-card. B division scores will be pro-rated against A/C for wild-card determination and tournament seeding. Division winners plus the next 2 pro-rated point leaders get the bye in the tournament. 

The consolation tournament format will be based on how many teams wish to play.

Both tournament draws will be pulled from a hat.

The mandatory captain’s meeting for the Spring Season was set for Thursday, Feb 1st at Arnie’s Place at 8pm. An agenda will be published at least two weeks prior to the meeting.

This is an election season. Nominations should be submitted to Dara Wallen by the Week 5 scoresheet return. Any nominee wishing to print an article in the BCDL newsletter should submit them to Dara for publication in the Week 6, 7, or 8 newsletter. Ballots will be distributed with the newsletter Feb. 27th, and must be returned by Mar. 9th. Results will be published in the newsletter Mar. 13th. 

Kurt Kunttu made a motion stating that if an individual wishes to be considered for the Rookie of the Season award, you must note it on the back of the scoresheet by Week 5. Doug Jeffcoat seconded the motion. The vote as unanimous. 

Tom Brown requested pre-approval for adding Allen Smith to his roster. His request was approved unanimously.

This is the second season that you will need to verify that you want your trophies made. We need confirmation before we place the trophy order.
