Executive Council Meeting Notes

The second Executive Council meeting of the season was held Friday, February 19th at PJ’s Sports Bar. Council members attending included Andy Mead, Jenn Strobel, John Strobel, and Paula Brown. Several issues were discussed and voted on.

· The end of the spring 1999 season party was originally scheduled for Saturday April 3rd which is the day before Easter Sunday. The council voted to change the date to the following Saturday, April 10th to be held at either Champs or Ye Olde 

· 
Tavern. The budget has been set in accordance with the $2 increase of dues this season which was earmarked specifically for party expenses. 

· During the tournament, if a team is playing shorthanded the ghost handicap for the 701 game will be the value assigned to the division where the complete team played in the regular season. Hence, if the team competing with all it’s players came from the A division the ghost handicap for the shorthanded team is 11 points in the 701 game only. If the full team comes from B division the 701 ghost handicap is 8 points, and 6 points for the C division teams.

· Due to the B division team The Cruits being deployed to the Middle East and unable to finish the season, their remaining matches will be considered forfeits. Thirteen points will be awarded to each of the other B division teams. 

· The second Captains’ Meeting for the season is scheduled for Sunday March 7th at Ye Olde Tavern to begin promptly at 5 pm. 

· There will be several opportunities for team registration. Rosters will be accepted April 6th, 10th, and 13th. A Luck of the Draw is scheduled for April 6th at PJ’s where rosters will be taken at 7 pm and the Draw starting at 8. A Luck is also scheduled for PJ’s on April 13th where the newly elected Executive Council will be setting up the league for the summer season. 

· The dues for the BCDL 1999 Summer season will remain at $20.

· Dara Wallen will remain the Newsletter Editor and Statistician for the next calendar year. She will also count the ballots for this year’s elections as she is running unopposed for the Public Relations seat of the council.

· There is a dart tournament celebrating St. Patrick’s Day the weekend of March 12-14 in Greensboro, NC.

Handicap Considerations

First of all, let us say that the opinions and analysis in this article are ours alone. This is not an official notice from the Bull City Dart League.

WE have been involved with the Bull City Dart League since before/at the beginning. As such, we have been present during most of the discussions involving the Rules For Match Play and our handicap system, including, but not limited to: why we rank teams by points, not matches; why teams must qualify for the tournament; and why we use the handicap in ranked divisions. There have been many other topics, but this article focuses on these three, and their interdependence.

Points versus Matches

The original reason was to try something different. When the league was started, the existing two leagues in the area (Triangle Dart League (TDL) and Raleigh Dart League (RDL)), both used matches to order teams in the standings. The league’s founders, and most of the players from the first season, were Durham residents who weekly drove into Chapel Hill on Thursday nights to get their dart fix. The TDL used only one board per match in those days, and team rosters could have as many as ten players. Matches usually lasted past 11pm (sometimes much later). Often, especially once the match had been won or lost, the only players left at the end of the match were the four players in the final doubles game and the scorekeeper. By making each game important to the standings, the BCDL founders attempted, and we believe succeeded, to make the matches more exciting. We have observed that the team smiling at the end of the match in the BCDL is usually the team that won 701, and not the team that won the match itself. We also find that teams are very interested in the match, even if they’ve already lost, but are still trying to salvage some points.

Another reason the league should continue to value points over matches is because of the practical impact on our handicapping system. The Bull City Dart League has been virtually free of sandbagging during its six years. Yes, there are people who are “better” than their handicap, but low handicaps in this league are usually a function of “focus” and not “intent”. A player getting worse during a game he is losing may be because of loss of interest, or a growing desire for the game to just be over, than a deliberate act to miss what he is throwing at. Players more interested in just hanging out will likely have slightly lower handicaps. It is harder to hit the 


triples when you’ve had a little too much to drink, or when your teammates are making fun of you at the line.

How does ranking teams by points discourage sandbagging? If you sandbag in singles, you are going to lose some games, in return, your lower handicap will help you win more doubles and team games. If you are just trying to win the matches outright, this may be an acceptable bargain. In the BCDL, however, all points count. To lower your handicap sufficiently to help win more doubles and team games, you would need to sacrifice most of your singles games, as would your teammates. In fact, you would likely end up sacrificing more points than you could possibly make back. You may win more matches, but your total points likely would be less. You’d play an endless stream of 10-9, 11-8, 12-7 matches. You could win a division on matches, but not points. We’ll revisit this scenario later when we discuss the tournament.

Tournament Qualifying

Once the league grew into divisions, the problem with what to do about tournament play arose. The TDL usually has one tournament that includes every team. The RDL has divisional tournaments with teams in A Division vying for the right to claim the title of League Champions. For practical reasons, an open tournament to all comers would take too long in the BCDL, five weeks. A small tournament was originally put forward to limit the number of weeks that the league did not have scheduled play. As a handicap league, keeping non-A Division teams from a shot at the Cup would be the same as admitting that the handicap system did not work. We know that the handicap indeed has an impact on a high percentage of games and matches. League history is littered with tournament upsets. In fact, two summers ago, an unfortunate Trip-15 from 47 to leave 2, instead of a single 15 to leave 32, probably kept a D Division team from winning the mugs. Yes, a D Division team had a 9-7 lead going into 701 of the league championship match. That match is not an isolated occurrence. The handicap system is not a panacea, but it does allow good teams from all divisions to compete.

The problem with divisional tournaments, or and open tournament for that matter, goes back to our example above. Let’s say a team knows it is going to be playing in the League Championship Tournament regardless of how the regular season goes. Let’s also assume that they don’t believe they can win their division. What is to prevent them from sandbagging? They could purposely suck at singles all season, knowing full well that their postseason plans are guaranteed. Conversely, the teams fighting to the end to win the divisions will likely be “maxing out” their handicaps. Desperately trying to win every point, throwing to the best of their ability. Once the tournament starts, the sandbagging team will have a great advantage. They could easily create an artificial handicap difference of four or more points per player. The impact during the tournament would be devastating.

Handicapping Ranked Divisions

One subject that comes up every so often is why we handicap within ranked divisions. As it has turned out, we do so because that is exactly where the system does its best work. When the handicapping system was originally set up, it was believed that it would be like bowling. The “lesser” players would receive a benefit (as in number of darts the “better” player would have to throw to make up the handicap difference). This turned out to be wrong. In bowling, the handicap gives you a number of pins. They are yours to keep. In darts, however, you get the points, but the points don’t matter if you lose the game. We can’t give you that double out, or that last bullseye in cricket, we can only give you extra turns to get there. Then there are the psychological factors of playing a “Big Name Player”. Patrick Murray tracked the win percentages of singles games based on the difference in starting handicap for several seasons. What it showed was that the handicap system begins to break down once the difference in handicaps gets into the 6-8 points per dart region. Regardless of the reasons “why” this occurs, the fact remains that it does. It turns out, however, that within 1-4 points per dart, the handicap system works like a charm. The “lesser” player wins more games than they would if you just did the math based on points per dart. The handicap system that we use does its best work within divisions ranked teams.

While we recognize that this is often sort an “ego-point” of contention among some higher division players, it is necessary to maintain the handicap throughout all divisions in the BCDL for several reasons, including:  facilitation of the postseason tournament, and the ability for teams to play in different divisions in consecutive seasons. For a team to play in a non-handicapped division one season and be accurately ranked in a handicapped division the next, they would be required to maintain handicap statistics in both seasons. Our question is, do you really think we could get people to track points per dart data if the data wasn’t used?

Final Comments

The handicap system is not perfect, but it does work. Hopefully all of us understand why changes to the Rules For Match Play must be carefully considered. Each rule does not live in its own cocoon, but instead, the rules are woven together as a fabric to create the league as we know it. Be careful when pulling strings, you don’t want to unravel all that we’ve built. You may read this column and call this a bunch of bullhockey, sandbagging doesn’t exist in the league. Our reply would be to say that you may or may not be correct, but sandbaggers don’t win in the current BCDL system.

This is not to say that changes should not be made, merely that their impact on the league be thought through very carefully. Thank you for your time and consideration.
